Notice to Exhibitors

Teacup Dogs Agility Association Rules can be obtained online in the form of a .PDF file at
www.k9tdaa.com.

The safety of the dogs is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge that they
are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport and that their dogs are familiar with and able to
perform all obstacles safely.

Entries will not be accepted without fees. No entries will be accepted which require a signature for
delivery. All entries must be submitted on official TDAA Agility Entry Forms, one dog per entry form.
Photocopied entries without the TDAA agreement on the back are not acceptable. Unsigned,
incomplete or illegible entries are NOT acceptable and cannot be entered in the trial. Faxed entries and
or credit cards cannot be accepted. Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee.

The Trial Secretary will add a $30.00 service charge for any returned checks. Payment for returned
checks must be in the form of cash or money order.

No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil
disturbances, fire, an act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy or any other cause beyond
the control of the organizing committee.

All dogs must be on leash or crated at all times except when in the ring or when in designated areas,
being the warm-up area and the designated off leash area. It is expressly understood that exhibitors
alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dog and/or
children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at
the discretion of the trial committee, be asked to leave the trial site. In such case, no refund of any kind
will be made.

Food and toys are prohibited within 10 feet of the course area

Handlers are not permitted to use whistles, clickers or other instruments or devices anywhere on the trial
site.

Exhibitors are responsible for being at the ring gate when it is their turn to run.

Exhibitors may wear shirts or insignia of their training group if they wish.

At the handler’s option, the dog may wear a flat (buckle or quick release) collar with or without tags or
wear adornments, clothing, ties or other attachments. Choke collars, pinch collars, electric and dummy
electric collars are prohibited.

Unsportsmanlike conduct, including rough handling or misconduct of any kind, will result in an excusal
from the ring.

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, or barred from
competition by action of the trial committee.

There will be an area set aside to Exercise your Dogs. You must clean up after your dog. There will be
a “poopie raffle”

Games Offered at This Trial

Reminder: Judge’s Briefing on day of show takes precedence to any of the following descriptions

(€1 ¢ ) The object is to successfully negotiate one of two - three overlapping agility mini-courses. The handler
may choose which course to run. Colored markers label each course: red, blue and yellow. The handler indicates
before the run which course he will be running. Colors is scored faults then time.

# *(  (+,%# - In Dare to Double the dog earns points for taking obstacles in the order and direction of the
handler’s choosing. Obstacles may be taken twice but not back to back. A successful performance of the doubling
obstacle doubles all points earned up to that time! If the dog faults, half the existing points are lost. A team may double
points any time and as many times as they wish. The only restriction on doubling is that the doubler cannot be
performed back to back. (Another obstacle must be taken for points before attempting to double.)

H— » P w4 - - The purpose of this game is to accumulate 21 points in the fastest time. Accumulating
more than 21 points disqualifies the team. No obstacle may be performed more than twice for points. If 21 points are
accumulated under the time limit set by the judge, the dog and handler go to the finish line to stop time.

> s “HO # - Rabbit Express is a steeplechase style game designed to summon the inner speed demon in
every dog while adding a strategic twist to leave room for the more accurate “tortoise” to prevail. The “Rabbit Express”
is a numbered speed course that dogs will need to run like the proverbial rabbit. However, somewhere along the
course two “rabbit holes” will be found, each consisting of short 3-4 obstacle sequences starting with a discrimination.
A dog that likes to run quick like a bunny and falls into the Rabbit Hole by taking the off-course must dig herself back
out by completing the entire sequence before continuing on the numbered Rabbit Express. Judging continues the
entire time, scoring is time plus faults. In the end, the age-old question will be answered at last... “Who is faster, the
tortoise or the hare?”

+$% & (+ # - The objective of Full House is to successfully accumulate required points and gather the elements
of the Full House before time runs out. The Required obstacles are: three single bar jumps; two "circles" (tunnel,
collapsed tunnel, or tire), and one / Icontact or other obstacle selected by the judge). All obstacles may
performed only twice for points. Back-to-back performances are allowed. At the expiration of time, the team has up to
five seconds to stop the clock by going to the table or crossing the finish line. Point accumulation time differs by jump
height. Be sure to check the judge’s briefing to find out what point system is in play.

*+224#$ / - ) is played like the children’s game of jacks. The performance of a pipe tunnel is the bounce of
the ball. All other obstacles on the course are jacks and have specific point values. After the “bounce” (doing the pipe
tunnel), the team must “pick up” the appropriate number of jacks by scoring an equivalent number of points. The
handler and dog team will bounce “onesies,” bounce “twosies,” bounce “threesies,” and so forth until either they reach
bounce and “sevensies” or time expires. The course time shall be established by the judge

*&# C , $# *+22#3 - The Impossible Tunnel Game is a sequenced course made up of mostly (you
guessed it) tunnels! You will need to use your best cue skills to ensure that your dog knows which tunnel entrances to
take (and which NOT to take)! Other obstacles may be used at the judge's discretion, but all obstacles will meet
beginner level games specifications, and tunnels will, of course, be the central focus.
